· Grand Knight appoints chairman

· Chairman contacts Parish Food Bank or St. Vincent de Paul coordinator, and explains that the Knights would like to assist them with a food drive, and the type of donations they would like to receive.

·  They discuss the drive with the parish manager and agree to hold the food drive on a specified weekend after all the Masses.

· Chairman reports back to the G.K. and a schedule is set up to publicize the event at the Council’s General Meeting and Newsletter, with a signup sheet at the meeting prior to the drive.

· Chairman arranges for cartons and orders “The Knights of Columbus Food Drive” flyers (#4833 3/09) to attach to the cartons.

· Chairman sends the Food Drive information to the Parish Bulletin Editor to be included in the bulletin for the two weeks prior to the event and the day of the event.  Cash Donations may be accepted in lieu of food.  Arrangements are made for a pulpit announcement the day of the event at all of the Masses.

· On the day of the event, Knights man tables outside of Church after all Masses.  Food and cash is delivered to food bank. 
· Chairman keeps track of man hours expended and fills out “Food For Families Report Form” and gives it to the G.K.

· The G.K. delivers it to the Chapter Secretary when he makes his monthly report, with the deadline February 24, 2011.
